Natacion swimmers. The attached membership certification affidavit must be submitted
with each team's entries. All FINA/Federacion Mexicana de Natacion entries must include
a birth date for each swimmer. Swimmers not able to demonstrate current registration, will
not be allowed to compete. Falsification of eligibility could result in fines up to $200.00 (two
hundred US dollars). Under no circumstances will teams be allowed to merge at this event.
The swimmer's age as of November 21, 2008, will be used to determine the age group for
competition.

Swimmers will be restricted to 2 individual events on Friday and 4 individual events and 1
scored relay per day Saturday and Sunday. Events 1-6, and 57-58 will swim fastest to
slowest and scored by age group. In addition, events 1-2, 5-6 and 57-58 will swim
alternating heats of women and men fastest to slowest. Swimmers must have at least a BB
time, proof of time required, to enter events 200 and longer (except for 200 freestyle and
200 1.M.) If a swimmer deck enters an event that requires BB times, proof of time MUST be
provided on the deck by the Coach prior to acceptance of the entry. All BB times will be
checked through the USA Database.

ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED.

This is a PRE-SEEDED, timed final, short course, age group meet. All relays will be deck
entered and seeded. Positive check in is required for events 400 and longer 30 minutes
prior to the start of the session.

Proof of times must be submitted with the entries.

DECK ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED ON A LANE AVAILABILITY BASIS UNTIL 30
MINUTES PRIOR TO THE START OF EACH SESSION. EXTRA HEATS WILL NOT BE
CREATED. Late entries will be $7.00 per event payable 30 minutes prior to the start of
each day's session. All swimmers who deck enter will be required to show proof of current
USA Swimming/FINA/Federacion Mexicana de Natacion registration. There will be no on
deck USA Swimming registration.

The age groups for this meet will be 8 & Under, 9-10, 11-12, 13-14, 15-16, and 17 & Over.

Timers/Lap Count Swimmers competing in the 500 Free and 1650 Free must provide their own lap counters.
In addition swimmers in the 1650 Free must provide their own timers. No exceptions will
be made.

TIGUA RULES: As guests of Tigua Wellness Center (TWC), all must adhere to the TWC rules. Coaches

must supervise their swimmers. Chewing gum and glass containers are not permitted in the
building. Locks may not be left on lockers overnight. Wet swimmers cannot leave pool
deck. Children must be supervised at all times. Spectators and athletes may not bring

food or drink into the Tigua Wellness Center from outside sources.

Warm ups Border mandatory warm up procedures will be enforced. A USA-Swimming/FINA registered
coach for each swim team must be present to conduct their teamOs warm up sessions.
Warm up times and lane assignments will be posted at the pool.

¥ Any and all unattached or unattended swimmers should arrange for a certified
coach to observe them during warm up, competition, and warm down. Any
unattached or unattended swimmers who have not made previous arrangement
with a coach to observe them shall contact the Meet Referee or the Meet Director
for assistance in arranging appropriate observation.

¥ All coaches and officials will serve as safety marshals during warm ups and will be
responsible for monitoring and enforcing safety rules and regulations in assigned
warm up lanes. Safety marshals will also be present. Coaches must actively
supervise their swimmers throughout the warm up session.

¥ Appointed safety marshals are members of USA Swimming and have the authority
to remove from the deck, for the remainder of the warm up session, any swimmer
or coach who is in violation of safety guidelines or warm up procedures. The Meet
Referee may exercise additional adjudication authority as necessary.

¥ Coaches shall maintain as much contact with their swimmers, both verbal and
visual, as possible during the warm up period.

¥ The first twenty (20) minutes of each session shall be designated as a GENERAL
WARM UP SESSION. There shall be FEET FIRST ENTRIES ONLY AND AT ALL
TIMES during the general warm up session. Lanes may be used for pace, circle,
or return swim only. Swimmers shall not mount the starting blocks at any time.
The pace shall be carefully controlled by the coaches. Loitering and visiting in the
lanes is not allowed.

¥ During the last TEN (10) minutes of each warm up session sprint lanes shall be
open as follows: the lane you have been assigned for warm-up will be your sprint
& return lane. Before using sprint lanes, they must be cleared of all swimmers.
There will be NO DIVING at any time. RACING STARTS ONLY will be allowed at
the far end, but the swimmers swim back in return lanes. Coaches shall stand near
the start end of the pool when starting swimmers on sprint and pace work.

¥ There shall be NO DIVING (racing starts only!) at any time during the meet.
Swimmers in backstroke events or the backstroke leg of the medley relay, MUST
ENTER THE WATER FEET FIRST.

¥  Swimmers shall not step onto the starting blocks when a backstroker is waiting to
start.
